The winner will receive 60 000 Euro. The prize is organised by the Barbara Cappochin
Foundation with the support of the International Union of Architects, the Italian National
Council of Architects, Planners, Landscape Architects, and Conservationists (CNAPPC),
and the Order of Architects of Padua.

For this edition, a special prize for architectural and construction details that highlight
innovation will be awarded. The winner will receive 6 000 Euro.
