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Right: Wells Coates's Isokon epitomised modern city living when first built
in 1934 and the original apartment residents included leading figures from
the artistic world, writers like Agatha Christie (who compared its sleek
lines to those of an ocean liner) and émigré architects from Nazi Germany
including Walter Gropius and Marcel Breuer. It is now owned or rented
mainly by key workers.

The building is listed Grade 1 but had been inadequately maintained,
becoming uninhabitable. The client and design team won a competition to
conserve, renovate and regenerate the block, and acquired it from Cam-
den Council in 2000.

This Crown Estate Conservation Award is presented to the best work of
conservation that demonstrates the successful restoration and/or adapta-
tion of an architecturally significant building.
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Stealth House in London (left), an ad hoc amalgam
of pre-existing buildings with major new elements,
has won the 2005 Manser Medal. Designed by
Robert Dye Associates, the house beat off stiff con
petition from three other new architect-designed
houses to take the prize. The announcement was
made at a special awards ceremony for The RIBA
Stirling Prize in association with The Architects’
Journal on 15 October at the Royal Museum in Edin-
burgh.

The Manser Medal is sponsored by Velux in asso-
ciation with The Best of British Homes is awarded for
the best one-off house designed by an architect in
the UK
