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Camden Architects Forum (CAF) - Report of meeting, 1 Dec 2005
Discussion regarding Kentish Town Baths and Sports Centre - future
proposals by Peter Bishop, Director of Culture and Environment, LB Camt
den (PB)

Peter Bishop described LBC's proposal to sell the baths and sports centre
and use the proceeds of sale to build a new sports centre at the nearby
Talacre site. The new proposal will comprise a reduced bath facility (there
are now 3 baths). This is being considered because whilst the existing
baths are English Heritage listed grade 2, Edwardian, eclectic arts-and-
crafts, brick with terracotta enrichments and statues they have deterio-
rated.

The Lead Architect is Limbrick Ltd of Gloucester, consultants: Max Ford-
ham Services , Alan Baxter Conservation Structural Engineers and Cyril
Sneet.

PB said that while to re-use the original building with new facilities would
entail costs of £29 million, £17million would be required to refurbish the old
building to modern standards, but without enhancing facilities. He was
concerned about refurbishment financial risks and indicated it would be
cheaper to sell the site and build a new facility. He added that the contem-
porary needs of the leisure market are more for a Holmes Place type gym
and fitness facilities than the current swimming pools and fitness centre
provided. He had to take account of what Camden would need in 5-10
years time, as the present baths are way beyond their lifespan and a
squalid facility, with services such as boilers nearing the end their lives.

In a later discussion CAF members raised two main issues of concermnin

respect of the above:

1. Thebuilding is the best example of Edwardian building in the Kentish
Town Area and it would be pity to demolish it.

2. The cost of the proposed refurbishment scheme has been overstated
to minimise opposition to an alternative proposal for a new project on
an adjacent site. This is a material change to the brief. Also, the Lon-
don Borough of Camden would appear not to have fulfilled its legal
duty under the UDP to consult the Local Authority Conservation De-
partment in respect of the refurbishment.

CAF does feel that more consultation with local architects would be appro-
priate before decisions are made in particularly with respect of public facili-
ties in the Borough. This would provide the London Borough of Camden
with a wider range of professional views, reflecting aspects of concern for
the community as awhole.
