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According to the ‘UK Statistics on Waste' report’, by the
Department for Environment Food & Rural Affairs, figures
show that in 2016 the UK generated 221 million tonnes of
waste, of which the construction industry was responsible
for 61.6%. This highlights the need for urgent action to
reduce waste within the industry. By applying the three R’'s
in architecture, these impactful actions should contribute
to protecting natural resources and reducing the industry’s
carbon footprint.

This year's RSAW Annual Conference will take place virtually between Monday 23
and Friday 27 November.

We will also explore how the COVID-19 pandemic has been a catalyst for forcing
new and flexible ways of working, considering the impact this will have on future
office design. We will celebrate award winning retrofit schemes and demonstrate the
importance of sustainable design in reducing national peak energy demand.
